Viola
1. One movement from a suite by J.S. Bach.
2. First or last movement from a major classical or romantic concerto.
3. Selection from a 20th Century American composer.
Violincello

1. One movement from one of the six solo suites of J.S. Bach.
2. First or last movement of a standard classical or romantic concerto.
3. A contemporary piece by an American 20th Century composer.
Double Bass

1.  One movement of a sonata or one movement from the Bach suites.
2. The first or last movement of a classical or romantic concerto.
3. Contemporary:  one selection of a 20th Century piece by an American composer.
Classical Guitar

1. One  movement from J.S. Bach Lute Suites or an appropriate movement from either unaccompanied suites for violin or cello.
2. One representative work from the Classical Period.
3. One representative work from the romantic period.
4. Two works from the 20th Century repertoire, one of which must be by an American composer.
Harp

1. One movement of a Baroque concerto.
2. A work of at least five (5) minutes playing time by a Romantic or Impression istic composer.

3. A published American contemporary piece of approximately five (5) minutes. 
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
